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CHURCHWARDENS' REPORT
Report on the church fabric and the churchyard
prepared for the Annual Parochial Church Meeting, 27" April 2008

1. Introduction

The separate reports compiled for the APCM form an Appendix to this Report and should be considered a part of it.
They describe much of what happened in the parish and there is no need to do more than to highlight a few matters
of special note.

2. Ministry

The ministry which St Mary’s offered in 2007/8 continued to be comprehensive, with Morning and Evening prayer
every weekday and a Eucharist service every weekday except Monday. An additional informal service, Praying
Together, has been instituted at 09.30 am each Friday morning. In addition there were 26 Baptisms, 6 Weddings,
and 19 Funeral or Memorial/Thanksgiving services. The monthly Baptism Preparation Evenings and Wedding Classes
continued. The number of Easter communicants was 273 and Christmas communicants were 402. We continued

the tradition of a Pets and Teddy Bears service in October. We continued to welcome Bishop John Bone to celebrate
and preach, and the Methodist minister Revd. John Ogden to preach at our main Eucharist on several Sundays

during the year. We have recently also welcomed Canon John Ratings, Rector Emeritus of Wargrave Parish, as a guest
celebrant.

3. Consultation On Parish Renewal

The PCC held an extra meeting in October to discuss aspects of mission in the Parish. Three subjects were considered
— communications, liturgy & worship, and mission. After general discussion it was agreed that communications were a
priority. A group was formed to look at the notice boards inside the church, and the setting up of a website was
approved. Fr Martyn will be proposing a Parish Renewal programme in the near future. The PCC will be considering
how to implement other ideas during the coming year.

4, New Bishop
In November 2007 we were honoured to be chosen to host the Henley Deanery for the first visit to the Deanery
by the new Bishop of Oxford, the Right Reverend John Pritchard.

5. Pilgrimages

Members of the congregation went on their travels again this year, with a five night pilgrimage to Rome and Assisi
in June 2007, and a further visit to Walsingham shortly afterwards. Preparations are far advanced for a pilgrimage
to the Holy Land in May 2008.

6. Parish Feasts

Parish feasts and parties continue to be an important focus of our communal life. The monthly Parish breakfasts are
especially valuable in bringing attendees of the 8 and 9.30 a.m. services into regular contact. The Christmas Day
lunch was well attended and much appreciated. Special thanks are due to Anne Griffiths for her unflagging
enthusiasm for arranging these events, and to all who contribute ingredients, culinary skills and joie de vivre.

7. Link Diocese

Our fundraising for our link Diocese of Lima (Peru) continued through the year, with a well attended Christmas
Fair in the Chantry House (largely run by Rosemary Duckett and Mary Wood). Obtaining up-to-date information
about the Diocese is difficult, but in the aftermath of last year’s earthquake this is to be understood. Some

8. Christmas shopping night

At the request of Henley Town Council, the church was open on Christmas Shopping Evening (Friday 7%
December). The church was decked out with candles and a vast Christmas tree (donated by the Town Council)
and was a lovely haven of peace amid the high street mayhem. Alan and Christine Tang generously donated the
tree decorations and took their lives in their hands when decorating the upper branches.



9. Royal Regatta Service.

Once again the church was full for the annual Royal Regatta Service on the final Sunday of the Regatta. The
preacher was the Dean of Harvard University, Massachusetts, USA. The Rector will be the preacher at the 2008
Royal Regatta Service. The parish is indebted to the Stewards of the Royal Regatta for a substantial donation
to the Organ Fund.

10. Website

St Mary’s has a website : www.stmaryshenley.org.uk This is now close to the end of Phase I of development, at
which point it will provide a central diary for all parish activities and reports. It is important that it be kept up-to-
date, and hearty thanks are due to Stephen Nichol for his hard work in setting it up, and to Andrew Fletcher for

agreeing to maintain the site.

11. Statue of Our Lady

The Rector has received a promise of a sum of money sufficient to buy a statue of the Blessed Virgin Mary for
installation in the Church. The PCC has agreed to this in principle.

12, St Catherine’s Arts

St. Catherine’s Arts has hosted a number of very successful concerts in the church, notably the King’s Scholars
of King’s College, Cambridge, which raised close to £2,000 for the Organ Fund. The legal status of the St.
Catherine’s Arts vis-a-vis the PCC has yet to be formalised. This will be rectified soon, and certainly before the
planned Son et Lumiere in November 2008.

13. Piano and Petrus van Schendel picture
The valuation of the Victorian piano from Bonhams had been precisely nil. The PCC has therefore, in faith,
approved its sale. The sale of the Petrus Van Schendel painting is being considered by the PCC.

14. Losses
This year has seen a few deaths from our congregation, namely Phyllis Evis and George Cranford. We miss
them a great deal.

15. Building Matters

i Quinquennial Inspection

The Quinquennial inspection of the church fabric was not carried out in 2007. With the appointment of a hew
architect, Mr Richard Oxley, it is hoped that this will be done as soon as possible.

ii. South Aisle flooring problem
The South Aisle flooring problem appears to be resolved. The floor was taken up and relaid in November 2007.
Special thanks are due to Richard Fletcher for all his work on this.

iii. The organ

During the year it became obvious that the organ needed serious repairs. In the autumn a group was formed to
spearhead the fundraising of £75,000. This will be enough to pay for all the work needed at present, including
the replacing of the present console with a new one, and leave sufficient for the creating of an organ fund. So
far £44,000 has been raised which nearly covers the immediate work.

iv. Lease of ground floor of Chantry House to Red Lion
The Red Lion Hotel has recently changed hands. The Rector has signed a document to assign the lease of the
ground floor of the Chantry House over to the new owners, and the legal costs were paid by the Red Lion.

V. Churchyard
Plans for the renewal of the churchyard have been placed on hold until sufficient funds have been raised for
repairs to the organ.

vi. Heating
The heating system has been serviced and the radiator which stood alone in the north aisle has been removed
and ‘cannibalised’ to repair the faulty radiator in the Lady Chapel. Geoffrey Taylor attended the Bishop of



Oxford'’s consultation on climate change in February and will report back to the PCC on energy-saving measures
to be considered.

vii. Stained glass windows

The stained glass windows vandalised in 2006 were repaired and reinstalled by Chapel Studios between
November 2007 and February 2008. The work has been superbly done and the cost will be covered by the
insurers.

viii.  Car parking in the Churchyard
“Fly parking” in the churchyard is a perennial problem. The PCC has agreed to investigate erecting bollards, and
the Rector will also be considering concrete flower planters as a possible solution.

Now that the Chantry House has been open for a few years it is thought the Installation of a Lift would help the
elderly to make more use of the Upper Floor so a Lift feasibility study has been commissioned from Oxley
Conservation who were involved with the Restoration Work.

I must of course thank Elspeth for all the hard work she does to welcome everyone Caroline for cleaning and
keeping the Building so clean and Julie for all she does on the Letting and welcoming side

Churches Together

Junior Church

Junior Church continues to be made up mostly from the choir youngsters, and a growing number of ‘under

Following a call from The Children’s Commissioner for England Professor Sir Al Aynsley-Green, leading
institutions and organisations were asked to celebrate the importance of children in our society.

Accordingly on Sunday 25" November 2007 our Junior Church and Sunday School participated in a children’s
Eucharist. We were requested by the Oxford Diocese to allow the children to ‘takeover worship’ as part of the
nationwide celebration of ‘Takeover Day’ when 11 million children and young people took over schools and
churches. Takeover day also formed part of the celebrations of the 18" birthday of the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of the Child, which was born on the

20" November 1989.

Our youngsters were very enthusiastic and performed their duties admirably — reading the first lesson — singing
the responsorial psalm and leading the intercessions, which were written by them. They also enjoyed greeting
the congregation and taking the collection. The smaller children were invited to stand with Fr. Martyn around
the altar during the Eucharist — this was a special moment indeed.

On Good Friday morning we held an Easter workshop which was enjoyed by youngsters aged between 2-12
years. This involved some instruction — a great deal of cutting, sticking and gluing — but most importantly the
group joined in with ‘Stations of the Cross’, which Fr. Martyn slightly adapted for them. We were delighted to
host the ‘grown ups’ to coffee with hot cross buns after the service.

In 2006 an outing to Windsor Theatre to see ‘Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat’ was very
popular. How nice it would be if money could be found to part fund a similar outing to ‘Oliver’ early next year.
Children particularly visitors continue to enjoy the children’s corner whilst younger children play happily in the
Chantry House.

New children are always most welcome and we hope to continue and grow during 2008.

In August an outing was arranged to Dorney Court, near Windsor, which was greatly enjoyed by members. Fr
Martyn celebrated the Eucharist at Dorney Church which adjoins the estate.

We support diocesan projects — as the ‘Make a Mothers’ Day’ project which was supported individually by some
church members. This raises funds for MU work Overseas and we hope to support this further in 2008.

The ‘Under Ones’ group, which meets weekly in the Chantry House, continues to draw new mums and babies,
and is a pleasing activity for the rota of helpers.

We have sent donations to the Overseas Fund and to Away From It All ( holiday project),totalling £360

In October following a request to MU ( received by email from the office) from Canon Andrew White, St Mary’s
donated £324 from a collection, which was forwarded direct to the office of the Foundation for Relief and
Reconciliation in the Middle East.

Organist and Choir Masters Report

During the past year urgent work has been carried out on the organ to fix a serious leak in the high pressure
bellows, and to repair a long-standing problem concerning one of the pedal reed pipes. In turn, this has led to
the commencement of an appeal intended to fund the replacement of the organ console, and to re-leather the
remaining two bellows. Once this project has been completed, we should expect our fine organ to give reliable
service in the future, and to become increasingly valuable in concerts, recitals, and all forms of worship.

The choir has, once again, remained stable in humber; we have been pleased to welcome a few new faces, and
saddened to lose one or two youngsters. Membership of our choir is of course a significant commitment,
requiring a willingness to attend rehearsals and services; to recognise that the choir works as a team; and to do
one’s best to support services which may not be at personally convenient times. Increasingly, perhaps,
youngsters especially may find this commitment hard to sustain and reconcile with conflicting family and social
ties. The rewards of choir membership, of course, are rich indeed.

My hope over the coming year is that initiatives in recruitment may be forthcoming, and in so doing we may
rebuild junior numbers to recent levels. Visits to local schools, and strategies to attract new choristers via the
Website may result in useful outreach. However it is also vital for the existing congregation to support and value
the juniors, and that some of our own churchgoing families may consider the choir seriously for their own
children.

I continue to enjoy my work at St Marys and appreciate greatly the support of Clergy and Congregation, the
loyalty and enthusiasm of our choristers, and all those who offer assistance to Charlotte and myself in the day-
to-day running of the choir. We are particularly indebted to those who so kindly help to look after our children
during services.

St Francis Mission

This is a difficult report to write this year, when we are praying that the forces of intimidation will not prevail,
and that bloodshed may be avoided.

The Mission is based in a corner of the hills, and has always had a reputation as a place of peace. In hard times
people flock there for help, physical and spiritual.



The policy of St Mary's has been to help mainly with the education of young people, and as an emergency fund.
We once helped a girl called Gladys to stay at school and college, and she is now a qualified teacher. Gladys is a
positive person, and when she found that her salary could no longer cover her sons' school fees, she turned to
us directly, and we have helped to top them up. (Secondary education is not free.)

Darlington's position is less happy. He did well in his examinations, but it now looks as if the funds for his
scholarship have gone astray. There is a member of the Zimbabwe Senate, a friend of Miss Chater's, who is
looking into this, but I am not hopeful in present circumstances.

Certainly the help we can send is much appreciated, and we get a full account of what is spent. I pay any
cheques into Miss Chater's British bank account, and it is transferred annually with her pension, to minimise
bank charges.
